Article 121, Expenses related to arrival to the place of pre-trial investigation or court
proceedings

L. Expenses related to arrival at the place of pre-trial investigation or court proceedings are
expenses of the accused. suspect who has not been subjected to a preventive measure in the
torm of detention, his/her defense counsel, victim's representative related to moving to
another locality, renting accommodation, payment of daily allowance (in case of moving to
another locality), as well as lost carnings or expenses in connection with interruption of
usual occupation.

Compensation for lost earnings is calculated in proportion to the amount of the average
monthly carnings, and compensation for interruption of normal occupation is calculated in
proportion to the amount of the minimum wage.

2. Expenses related to the arrival of the suspect or accused to the place of pre-trial
investigation or court proceedings shall be borne by him/her.
3. Expenses related to the arrival of a defense counsel to the place of pre-trial investigation
or court proceedings shall be borne by the suspect or accused.
4. Expenses related to the arrival of a representative to the place of pre-trial investigation or
court proceedings shall be borne by the person he or she represents.

5. The maximum amount of compensation for expenses related to arrival at the place of pre-
trial investigation or court proceedings under a court decision shall be determined by the
Cabinet of Ministers of Ukraine.

Article 122, Expenses related to the involvement of victims, witnesses, specialists,
translators and experts

I. Expenses related to the involvement of witnesses. specialists. translators and experts shall
be borne by the party to the criminal proceedings which filed the motion to summon
witnesses, invite a specialist, translator or expert, except as otherwise provided by this
Code.
2. Expenses related to the participation of victims in criminal proceedings, involvement and
participation of interpreters to interpret testimonics of a suspect, accused, victim, civil
plaintiff and civil defendant shall be borne by the State Budget of Ukraine in the manner
prescribed by the Cabinet of Ministers of Ukraine. The prosecution shall engage experts
from specialized state institutions, as well as conduct an expert examination on behalf of the
investigating judge or court, at the expense of funds allocated to these institutions from the
State Budget of Ukraine.
3. Victims, civil plaintiffs and witnesses shall be reimbursed for their travel, renting
housing, and per diem (where 1t is a travel to another locality), as well as compensation for
the lost earnings or break in traditional occupation.
Compensation for lost earnings shall be calculated in proportion to the amount of average
monthly ecarnings. and compensation for break in traditional occupation shall be
compensated in proportion to the amount of the minimum wage.
4. Experts, specialists and interpreters shall be reimbursed themr wavel cost and per dicm
where they travel to another locality. LExperts, specialists and interpreters shall be paid
remuneration for the job done, unless it was done as their official duty.
5. The maximum amount of compensation of expenses related to the involvement of
witnesses, specialists, and experts shall be established by the Cabinet of Ministers of
Ukraine.
